A 
check with a December date on it cannot be receipted as 
a December donation if it was given to the treasurer after 
December 31, 2023 or is postmarked in January, 2024. 
Failure to abide by these IRS requirements could result 
in loss of the Church’s tax deductible status as well as 
other penalties.
